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AWARDS PROGRAM NOMINATION FORM

CANADIAN CONSERVATION HALL OF FAME  

THE LB THOMSON AWARD
The Soil Conservation Council of Canada is responsible for administering two national awards in the field of individuals and organizations to soil health and conservation.  In 1990 the SCCC established the Canadian Conservation Hall of Fame and since then has inducted 30 members.  In 2016 SCCC was invited to take charge of the LB Thompson Award.  

Each award acknowledges both national and regional contributions to the science and practice of soil conservation by individuals and organizations. 
In both cases, the rules and criteria of the awards are flexible and leave the decision on which Award to bestow on successful nominees to the judgement of SCCC.  The degree of flexibility will allow SCCC to maintain the uniqueness of each award, but at the same time allows clear and reasoned decisions on where to focus these awards so activities at the national and regional levels are acknowledged. 
SCCC Award Descriptions

Canadian Conservation Hall of Fame

Focus the “Hall of Fame” on recognizing individuals, organizations, scientists, and others that the Council deems to have made a significant contribution at the national level. Typical national contributions to soil health and conservation could include the following areas of contribution:

· A significant contribution to science 

· Leadership in developing a significant national program or policy

· Leadership in advocating nationally 

· Other

LB Thompson Award

Focus the LB Thompson Award on recognizing individuals, organizations, and others that the Council deems to have made a significant contribution at the local/regional level. Typical local/regional contributions to soil health and conservation could include the following areas of contribution:

· Delivery of program with significant local/regional impacts

· Recognition to a conservation practitioner who has made significant impacts during their career.

· Recognition to individual farmers and land managers who have demonstrated long term stewardship of the land.

· Other 

Nominees for either award need not be farmers or those directly employed in agriculture or soil conservation related activities.  They can also be foresters, scientists, extension workers, educators, writers and others who through their dedication to promoting conservation, has made a significant contribution.  Their accomplishments and/or contributions may be on a national, provincial, regional or local level.

RULES GOVERNING THE NOMINATION
1. Nominations may be made by any Member Organization or any five members of the Soil Conservation Council of Canada.

2. Knowledge of nominations shall be held strictly in confidence by those making nominations.

3. Nominations must be supported by documentary evidence as to the experience and accomplishments of the nominees.

4. Unsuccessful nominations may be redocumented and resubmitted in subsequent years.
